FEAST OF FAITH -Agnus Dei

After the sign of peace, the priest breaks the host into
pieces, and prepares the patens or plates of hosts for the as-
sembly. In the early church, “the breaking of the bread” was
the name given to the entire Eucharistic liturgy, so central was
this action to the meaning of the Christian life. For just as the
one bread is broken and given to many people, the many are
made one in receiving it.

During this ritual action, we sing an ancient litany, calling
on Jesus as the “Lamb of God”—the words used by John the
Baptist when he pointed to Jesus walking beside the Jordan
River (John 1:29, 36). In calling Jesus “the Lamb of God,”
John was already pointing to the death that Jesus would die: in
giving his life, Jesus would become the Paschal Lamb of the
new covenant. During the Mass, when we call on the Lamb of
God, we call to mind his self-sacrificing love, his blood poured
out for us, and we ask this compassionate Lord for mercy and
PEAaCEC.

SAINT TERESA OF JESUS (1515-1582)
October 15

Let nothing disturb you, let nothing frighten you.
Gifted with a passionate spirit, young Teresa dreamed of con-
verting Muslims and becoming a martyr. A/l things are pass-
ing; God never changes. But her mother’s death when Teresa
was fourteen inspired lifelong devotion to Our Lady, and Tere-
sa entered the Carmelites, Mary’s order, despite her father’s
objections and her own fragile health. Patience gains every-
thing. Initially, she enjoyed her lax convent’s sociability and
“busyness,” but mystical prayer and John of the Cross’ collab-
oration inspired her to reform the Carmelites. Whoever has
God, lacks nothing. When her ideals encountered resistance
and brought suffering, she maintained her peace-—and humor.
Discovered devouring leftovers, she told her mildly scandal-
ized nuns, “When I fast, I fast! When I eat, I eat!”” To nuns
demanding less work and more prayer in the convent schedule,
she retorted: “What we really need around here are fewer star-
ry eyes and more strong arms!” God alone is enough! The ital-
icized sentences here are her “Breviary Bookmark,” the sim-
ple, profound prayer of Teresa, the first woman Doctor of the
Church. —peter Scagnelli, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co., Inc.
