Where Are We in the Process of Into the Deep?
Dear Parishioners of Pastorate #1:

I want to take this time to thank all of our church
finance councils for meeting with me in the month of October.
As aresult of our meetings, [ have been able to gain a better
understanding of the financial position of our 7 churches at
this time. Canon Law says that the parochial administrator/
pastor should issue a report at least once a year to provide a
financial summary to the parish. This allows parishioners to
see how money is being taken in and spent. This weekend, I
have published a financial report for each of our 7 churches —
technically, I have issued 6 financial reports since Ss. Andrew-
Thomas shares their resources already. This brochure is at the
back of the church and is meant to provide you with a
summary of your church’s financial performance from July 1,
2022 — June 30, 2023.

In this month of November, I am going to focus on
our pastoral councils and meet with them before the month is
over. In our meetings, I will ask them to nominate a person to
participate in the Transition Team that is being assembled. The
Transition Team will be a team of parishioners selected from
the 7 churches whom I will consult with in order to better
answer questions related to the merging our 7 churches. For
example, the Transition Team will assist me in answering the
question: How shall we determine a new name for our parish?

The Transition Team will ensure that every church
has a voice as we become more organized as a pastorate, and
that my leadership can be properly informed by your advice.
Pastoral council meetings will be posted in the bulletin in the
next few weeks as we find the best dates and times to meet.

I look forward to this next step in the process, and I
continue to pray for your faithfulness to Jesus Christ.

Question:

Where does the money go that is collected each week
at church?
Answer:

This is a good question! Every parish has financial
obligations including the basic needs to operate the church.
This includes expenses for heating and cooling, electricity and
other expenses like hosts and wine for Mass, music and Mass
books, vestments, and so on, plus there are salaries, mainte-
nance, and improvements. In addition, there may be schools to
support, programs to run, and charities to fund. In some cases,
there are expenses for cemeteries and other parish buildings.
Finally, there is the diocesan assessment that each parish pays
to help run the diocese and the support services provided to
each parish.

Most parishes manage to get by with the contributions
from the weekly collection, a few fundraisers and endowments.
However, cash flow can be a problem, and many parishes
operate in the red. The Parish Finance Committee is
responsible for assisting the pastor in fiscal management. Good
stewardship is the basis for a financially stable parish.

ST. ROSE PHILIPPINE DUCHESNE
(1769-1852) November 18
Pope Benedict once declared himself struck by

| how remarkably diverse our American saints are—
41 some native born: Mother Seton, Katherine Drexel,
Kateri Tekakwitha; most, like many Catholics
today, immigrants: Padre Serra, Bishop Neumann,
Mother Cabrini, and Rose Philippine Duchesne. When the
French Revolution that dispersed her convent ended, Rose
joined the Religious of the Sacred Heart, volunteering for their
United States mission, opening the first free school west of the
Mississippi. Only after lengthy service as Superior did Rose—
now seventy-one—realize her life’s dream, undertaking a
mission among the Potawatomi Indians. When some worried
about her advanced age and failing health, the Jesuit mission
leader overruled them: “She must come! She may not be able
to do much work, but she’ll bring the mission success by
praying for us!” Frustrated by her inability to learn their
languages, Rose nevertheless “spoke” to the Native Americans
by her prayerful presence before the tabernacle. “Quah-kah-ka-
num-ad,” they named her, “Woman-Who-Prays-Always”—
their way of bestowing the title the Church would later make
official: saint! —peter Scagnelli, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co., Inc.
