Thirty-first Sunday 
We come together today to praise and thank God and to 
celebrate the Eucharist as Jesus called us to do. We do 
all this in a spirit of humility, aware that all that we are 

and all that we have comes ultimately from God and that the 
Eucharist is Christ’s own Body and Blood, which he offered to 
us so that we could have eternal life. Today’s Gospel reminds 
us that it is proper to humble ourselves before the Lord, for we 
are called to serve, not to be served.   

Evangelization—Bishop Hying 
 Bishop Hying wants all Catholics in the diocese to 
commit to evangelization. The first step is for us to accept and 
live the Gospel. We cannot share what we do not possess         
ourselves. He has four things that we can do to grow in faith.             
 1. Develop or strengthen a habit of going to                
confession regularly, ideally at least once per month.
 2. Prioritize Sunday as the Lord’s Day in your lives 
especially by attending Mass.                 
 3. Commit to spending at least 15 minutes per day 
in prayer, ideally praying often with Scripture.  
 4. Make asceticism (voluntary practices of self-
denial) a regular part of their lives, beginning with at least 
the mandatory observance of Fridays as penitential fasting 
days throughout the year.

Where Are We in the Process of Into the Deep?      
Dear Parishioners of Pastorate #1: 
 I want to take this time to thank all of our church 
finance councils for meeting with me in the month of October. 
As a result of our meetings, I have been able to gain a better 
understanding of the financial position of our 7 churches at 
this time. Canon Law says that the parochial administrator/
pastor should issue a report at least once a year to provide a 
financial summary to the parish. This allows parishioners to 
see how money is being taken in and spent. This weekend, I 
have published a financial report for each of our 7 churches – 
technically, I have issued 6 financial reports since Ss. Andrew-
Thomas share their resources already. This brochure is at the 
back of the church and is meant to provide you with a                 
summary of your church’s financial performance from July 1, 
2022 – June 30, 2023.  
 In this month of November, I am going to focus on 
our pastoral councils and meet with them before the month is 
over. In our meetings, I will ask them to nominate a person to 
participate in the Transition Team that is being assembled. The 
Transition Team will be a team of parishioners selected from 
the 7 churches whom I will consult with in order to better   
answer questions related to the merging our 7 churches. For 
example, the Transition Team will assist me in answering the 
question: How shall we determine a new name for our parish? 
 The Transition Team will ensure that every church 
has a voice as we become more organized as a pastorate, and 
that my leadership can be properly informed by your advice. 
Pastoral council meetings will be posted in the bulletin in the 
next few weeks as we find the best dates and times to meet.  
 I look forward to this next step in the process, and I 
continue to pray for your faithfulness to Jesus Christ.

Saint Leo the Great—November 10 
 Elected in 440, Pope Leo the Great worked tirelessly 
as “Peter’s successor until his death in 461 focusing on the 
importance of the Bishop of Rome in the Church, and of the 
Church as the ongoing sign of Christ’s presence in the world. 
His work branched into four main areas. The first of these  
involved the rebuttal of  heresies including Pelagianism, which 
overemphasizes human freedom and Manichaeism which sees 
everything material as evil and other heresies. 
 A second major area of his concern was doctrinal  
controversy in the Church in the East. He responded with a 
classic letter setting down the Church’s teaching on the two 
natures of Christ. With strong faith, he also led the defense of 
Rome against barbarian attack, taking the role of peacemaker. 
 The fourth focus of his work was the pastoral care of 
his people and his ability to reach the everyday needs and               
interest of his people through his powerful sermons and call to 
holiness. It is said of Leo that his true significance rests in his 
doctrinal insistence on the mysteries of Christ and the Church 
and in the supernatural charisms of the spiritual life given to 
humanity in Christ and in his Body, the Church.

Catholic Question & Answer                                                                                                  
Question: Why do some sacraments leave a character or mark 
on the soul? Don’t all sacraments affect the soul? 
Answer: All sacraments mediate grace and connect us to 
Christ and to the Church. Some sustain us in our faith journey, 
while others help us heal from the effects of sin. Each one   
offers a share in God’s life, giving us what we need to be faith-
ful followers of Jesus. But some sacraments change us in ways 
that are irreversible. The three sacraments that leave a character 
are Baptism, Confirmation, and Holy Orders. We are literally 
different people because of the effect of the grace of those  
sacraments. We are changed at the core of our being in such a 
fundamental way that we can not go back to what we once 
were. 
 In Baptism, we are freed from original sin, initiated 
into the Body of Christ as adopted sons and daughters. In    
Confirmation, we are given the fullness of God’s Spirit, sealed 
in his grace and gifted with what we need to live a Christian 
life. In Holy Orders, a priest is marked as an ‘alter Christus,’ 
another Christ, and is once and forever a priest who offers  
sacrifice, forgives sin, and acts in the person of Christ. In these 
three sacraments, we are conformed more closely to Christ, 
reflecting his love and truth.
