Fr. Greg’s Reflections  
Blessed Gaudete (Rejoice!) Sunday 
The desert and the parched land will exult… Be 
strong, fear not! Here is your God, he comes with 

vindication; with divine recompense he comes to save you. 
 

When we experience trauma we respond in an attempt to pre-
vent being hurt again. Bodily muscles react this way (example: 
sprained ankle swells and stiffens to protect itself); the human 
heart acts similarly. We are going to look at the Anatomy of a 
Wound: think of 3 concentric circles the inner most one repre-
sents Wounds, the middle circle are Beliefs, and the outer         
circle are Inner Vows. “Together they form a fortress of self-
protection (a stronghold), representing layers of insulation 
around our heart, a futile attempt at protecting us from further 
pain.” (p. 113) There are two types of traumas the first “may 
include not being cherished and celebrated by one’s parents; not 
knowing we are a delight; not being understood or nurtured; not 
receiving appropriate discipline or boundaries; not being able to 
develop personal freedom or talents. Have you ever thought of 
these as wounds or traumas?” The second type of trauma “are 
the bad things that happen to us. They are what we typically 
think of as traumatic events: death, divorce, violence, verbal 
abuse, sexual abuse, abandonment by a parent or spouse,          
witnessing someone else being abused or injured, and so 
forth.”  (p. 114) 
 

Seven Deadly Wounds and Identity Beliefs 
Abandonment: “I am alone; no one cares or understands. 
Fear: “I am afraid; if I trust I will be hurt/die.” 
Powerlessness: “I can’t change it; I am too small/weak.” 
Hopelessness: “Things will never get better; I want to die.” 
Confusion: “I don’t understand what is happening.” 
Rejection: “I am not loved, wanted, or desired.” 
Shame: “I am bad, dirty, shameful, stupid, and worthless

(Because of what happened to me I am unlovable; I 
will never recover.) 

 

“When we are wounded, we often internalize messages about 
ourselves. We may believe with our intellects that we are God’s 
beloved children, but our hearts believe a different message…. 
Initially our distorted beliefs protect us from feeling pain, but in 
the long-term they become part of the mechanism by which our 
pain gets locked into our body and soul.” (p. 115-116) 
 

“Inner Vows are decisions we make consciously or uncon-
sciously to protect ourselves, comfort ourselves, and take care 
of ourselves, usually in the midst of chaos and trauma…These 
unholy vows are quite different from the holy vows we         
pronounce as part of the sacraments. Inner vows are often           
taken unconsciously, in the depths of our hearts in response to 
fearful circumstances. In contrast, sacred vows are spoken        
publicly for everyone to witness.” (p. 118)  
 

Examples of Inner Vows: “I will never fail again”; “I will take 
care of myself, I don’t need anyone else”; “I don’t want this 
other person to have what I can’t have”; etc.

Reflection  
“You too must be patient. Make you hearts firm, 
because the coming of the Lord is at hand.” 
James 5:8 

 Patience is another one of those things many of us 
struggle with. We want things to go according to our plan and 
our schedule; we like things to be convenient. Any change 
brings anxiety and fear. Through daily prayer God reveals to 
us what He wants us to do with the gifts He has given us. We 
are able to better align ourselves with God’s will and His plan, 
which is far better than anything we can come up with on our 
own. 
 

Our Lady of Guadalupe (December 12) 
Our Lady of Guadalupe, Patroness of the Americas, 
first appeared to Cuauhtlatzin (Juan Diego) on Decem-
ber 9, 1531 while he was on his way to a Eucharistic 
celebration in Tlatelolco, Mexico. The Virgin                 

addressed him by his indigenous name, asking him to go to the 
palace of Archbishop Zumárraga to request that a shrine be 
erected there at the site of the apparition, in Tepeyac, so as to 
share her love and compassion for all believers. Juan Diego did 
so, but the archbishop did not believe him, demanding proof of 
his story and of the Lady’s identity. He returned to Our Lady 
daily, and on December 12, he conveyed to her the archbish-
op’s request for proof. She showed him Castilian roses bloom-
ing there through the stony ground despite the winter’s cold. 
He picked the flowers and carried them in his tilma (mantle) to 
the archbishop. When he unfolded his tilma to present the ros-
es, Mary’s image was imprinted on the mantle! Her blue sash 
and the flower over her womb were traditional Aztec symbols 
of pregnancy and new life. But her features were those of a 
mestiza, indicating mixed Aztec-European heritage. Thus Our 
Lady of Guadalupe remains the enduring icon of unity-in-
diversity, the fruit of our one baptism into Jesus, her Son.

SAINT JOHN OF THE CROSS (c. 1542-1591)
Feast December 14-         
 How beautiful the experience of love for God and neigh-
bor, a fire deep within! How disheartening when love suddenly 
cools and our souls grow dark, our prayer arid. How painful 
when misunderstanding, even rejection, comes our way,  
sometimes from those we least expect. For all such “seasons of 
the soul,” an inspiring fellow-pilgrim is the poet and mystic 
John of the Cross. As a young Carmelite, he was recruited by 
Teresa of Ávila for her Discalced (“barefoot,” evangelical  
poverty) Carmelite reform, striving to renew the Church from 
within after the Protestant Reformation had led countless           
religious away. John suffered unspeakably harsh abuse, even 
imprisonment, from friars who rejected this reform. Yet during 
these times of deepest suffering, John composed spiritual             
masterpieces that still guide souls to God, their titles reflecting 
his own painful yet ultimately victorious journey: from The 
Dark Night of the Soul through The Ascent of Mount Carmel to 
his Spiritual Canticle and The Living Flame of Love. John                
summarized his spirituality simply: “Put love where there is no 
love, and you will find love.”
